Full Day Workshop on Writing Monologues – Year 9 

Warm–ups

As group:

· Group sits in circle, each person gives their name plus alliterative adjective and repeats the one before.

· Daisy chain – aim is for the group to build as long a sentence as possible. Each person provides a word which 

starts with the last letter of word before.

Individually

· Write a sentence in which every word contains the letter ‘e’.

· Write a sentence in which no word contains the letter ‘e’.

Introducing monologues

Explain that writing monologues by using personification is aim of the day. Define monologue in terms of root word and prefix. Listen to examples. What colour would monotonous be? What colour are they feeling like? What weather? Explore and discuss personification – examples from handouts.

Individual task

To write about themselves or someone they know ( start I am…) as a piece of furniture.  Share. Discuss.

Paired task

Wordspill on abstract nouns:  eg jealousy, joy, excitement, greed, surprise, love, worry, hate, hope. Read poems Who am I? and John Clare’s Scandal.

Individual task

     Animals -  family and friends as animals exercise.

     Choose one animal character from sheet and monologue.

Main Individual task

Show objects – shoe/ teacup/ tool. What stories could they tell if they could speak? Discuss. Write.

Last half –hour is spent on hearing the different ‘voices’ emerge from the monologues. This can be developed into a performance if wanted.
